have created a unique ‘Interface” for relationship building, faith sharing, as well as cultural and language
exchanges. By interacting with American teachers and friends through lessons, skits, games, sports, student-led
lunches, excursions, home visits and dinners, our students are encouraged to enhance their English skills while
gaining insight into the American culture, and building lasting relationships and friendships.

In 2010, MCDH launched the new subject American Studies. In 2011, we were granted nearly one million
Hong Kong dollars by the Education Bureau to develop a curriculum on American Studies. As part of the
program, visiting American teachers and volunteers would like to reach out to other schools in the Tseung
Kwan O area to be the “Interface” for faith sharing, cultural and language exchanges.
